C.1  The HCSNet Website
The HCSNet website at www.hcsnet.edu.au attracts a signifi cant amount of traffi  c.  Below we list some key statistics 

for the period from January to December 2008, as generated by the statistical reporting facilities provided by our 

ISP.  These statistics have had hits by robots and web crawlers subtracted, unless otherwise indicated.

Countries of origin of visitors for the month of November 2008 are shown below, and compared with visitors 

in November 2007, November 2006 and December 2005; we chose these months because they may give an 

indication of the geographical spread of interest in our annual fl agship SummerFest event.  As these fi gures include 

hits from robots and web crawlers, these are likely to be the main cause for the large percentage of hits from US 

.com and .net sites.

At the time of writing, a Google search for the string ‘Human Communication Science’ fi nds us placed as the most 

relevant site (out of around 35 million results), ahead of the Department of Human Communication Science at UCL 

in the UK.  One year ago we were in second place.

More detailed statistics are shown in the table and graph below.  These report the monthly statistics we have been 

collecting since April 2005.  The graph clearly demonstrates how visits to our website peak in the lead-up to our 

annual SummerFest event, in December each year.

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In these statistics, the following defi nitions are used:

Hits •  represent the total number of requests made to the server during the given time period (month, day, 

hour, and so on).

Visitors •  is the number of unique IP addresses/hostnames that made requests to the server. Care should be 

taken when using this metric for anything other than that. Many users can appear to come from a single site, 

and they can also appear to come from many IP addresses so it should be used simply as a rough gauge as 

to the number of visitors to the server.

Visits •  occur when some remote site makes a request for a page on the server for the fi rst time. As long as the 

same site keeps making requests within a given timeout period, they will all be considered part of the same 

Visit. If the site makes a request to the server, and the length of time since the last request is greater than 

the specifi ed timeout period (default is 30 minutes), a new Visit is started and counted, and the sequence 

repeats. Since only pages will trigger a visit, remotes sites that link to graphic and other non- page URLs will 

not be counted in the visit totals, reducing the number of false visits.

Pages  • are those URLs that would be considered the actual page being requested, and not all of the individual 

items that make it up (such as graphics, video and audio clips). Some people call this metric ‘page views’ or 

‘page impressions’.  It defaults to any URL that has an extension of .htm, .html or .cgi.

Bandwidth •  is the amount of data transferred to users, measured in Megabytes (MB), where a Megabyte is 

1024^2 bytes (1024 Kilobytes). Used to show the amount of data that was transferred between the server 

and the remote machine, based on the data found in the server log.

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C.2  The HCSNet Online Video

In 2008 HCSNet opened a YouTube video channel, and posted several videos on the HCSNet website, the 

SummerFest ‘08 website and the HCSNet YouTube channel.

On our YouTube channel, our SummerFest ‘08 promotional video was viewed over 1300 times in the weeks leading 

up to SummerFest.  For most of our Summer School courses, those presenting the classes also produced short 

promotional videos, which were viewed on average around 180 times each.  

A copy of the promotional video is distributed on a CD with this report.
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C.3  The HCSNet Newsletter

Midway through 2007, we implemented a tracking mechanism for our weekly newsletter.  There currently exists no 

technically feasible way to determine exactly which parties have read any particular email we send.  Our tracking 

mechanism uses an external image hosted on our website to attempt to catch reads of the newsletter: if a user 

opens the mail message and the image is downloaded, then we consider them to have read the newsletter.  This 

process fails when external images are blocked by a user’s mail client, which is the default in almost all modern 

email clients, so the tracking statistics we report are likely to be a very conservative estimate of the number of 

actual readers of any particular newsletter issue. By the end of 2008, 902 of our 1370 participants had been tracked 

opening our newsletter (66%); on average, at least 17% of our members are tracked viewing our newsletter in their 

inbox every week. In total, almost 27,000 newsletter reads have been tracked so far.

In the table below, Volume 3 refers to issues of our newsletter distributed in 2007, and Volume 4 refers to issues 

distributed in 2008.

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D.  HCSNet Media Releases

Media Release: Top researchers lead the way to better communication

Can we hear the rhythm of fi nancial markets? Do interactive toys promote children’s language development? What 

new technologies will enable us to participate in sport over a distance with our friends? Will virtual humanoids 

have their own style and manner of talking?

Over 240 national and international experts from a wide range of disciplines including psychology, computing, 

linguistics, music, engineering, speech science, auditory perception and neurology will discuss the latest advances 

in these areas — and many more — at a conference in Sydney this week. SummerFest ‘08 is the premier event 

of the ARC Research Network in Human Communication Science (HCSNet) which is run by Professor Robert Dale 

from Macquarie University and the University of Western Sydney’s Associate Professor Kate Stevens and Professor 

Denis Burnham.

Professor Denis Burnham, Director of the UWS MARCS Auditory Laboratories, says the annual event brings together 

the best and most innovative researchers from around the world. “Many of the ideas and innovations being 

discussed at SummerFest ‘08 will improve our interaction with technology – making it easier to get more from our 

lives at work and at home,” says Professor Burnham.

Keynote speakers include Dr Paul Foulkes, from the University of York, who has provided training in forensic speech 

analysis for the US Secret Service and FBI. Dr Foulkes will discuss speaker profi ling and speaker comparison in a 

special session on “Criminal Voices”.

The way the brain processes music and language — whether music is primarily a right-brain phenomenon and 

language is more of a left-brain phenomenon — will be discussed by Dr Ani Patel, from The Neurosciences Institute, 

San Diego, and the author of Music, Language, and the Brain. 

Professor Catherine Pelachaud, from the Université de Paris, will talk about the technologies used in the creation of 

a virtual human capable of carrying on conversations with humans by both understanding and producing speech, 

hand gestures and facial expressions.

Emeritus Professor Pam Peters, author of the Cambridge Guide to English Usage, the Cambridge Guide to Australian 

English Usage (CUP) and Director of the Dictionary Research Centre and Style Council Centre, will discuss the 

construction of an Australian National Corpus – a comprehensive collection of Australian English as it is written and 

spoken, used online and in talkback radio.

“Hearing by Eye” – whether speech can be understood just by watching face movements – will be explored by 

Professor Ruth Campbell from University College London.

Other topics covered at the conference include: the impact of texting and instant messaging on spelling; how 

music and movement can be used to assist with preschoolers’ speech, language and behaviour problems; 

technologies that will allow us to sing into a computer to download a song; new ways of interacting with avatars 

in on-line communities such as Second Life; and next-generation telehealth systems that will improve doctor-

patient communication.
